	PP- Female reproductive organ- show blank diagram of the vagina
What do we already know?  Can anybody already label any parts of the vagina?

Probing question

Prompt key words such as – oestrogen, vagina, cervix...

Students must label female  reproductive organ on worksheet 

and list functions next to the correct label. 

This holds the foetus in place if the egg has been fertilised. It is a muscle that closes the top of the vagina. 
This is the tube that the egg travels down to get to the womb. Fertilisation usually happens here. 
This is were the fertilised egg would implant and develop into a foetus. 
These release the egg cells 
This is a muscular tube that opens to the outside of the body. 
Explain what the female sex cell is called ‘ovum’ and how it is designed to merge with the male sex cell the sperm. 

The egg is designed to allow semen to enter the outer shell to attach to the chromosomes. 

This is when it is determined whether the baby is a boy or a girl. 

 
	To begin to understand how the male and the female sex organs work together to reproduce. 

	Students can list functions on worksheet or in books under correct labels.

	What do we already know?
Prompt students to have a go at labelling the parts of the penis using the blank diagram on the powerpoint slide. 
Students must label the male  reproductive organ on worksheet
and list functions next to the correct label. 
These secrete a liquid to add to the sperm. The sperm and liquid together is called semen. 
This skin surrounds the testicles. 
This joins to the sperm duct. Semen and urine leave the penis through this. 
The sperm is produce here
The sperm travels up this tube from the testicles. 
Explain what the male sex cell is called ‘sperm’ and how it is designed to merge with the female sex cell the ovum. 


	
	Students must put worksheets in folders or glue into books. 
Outline completion of work will be assessed when I collect up books in 2 lessons time.

	Journey of a sperm cell to the ovum.

Students will use the key words listed on the slide to write a story about the journey of the sperm cell finding its way to the ovum/egg. 

Testicles, sperm duct, urethra, penis, vagina, cervix, uterus, fallopian tube,  egg cell, fertilise

	Practice remembering and writing skills. Students will have a basic understanding of the journey by using the functions of the organs on their worksheet.
	Teacher will roam and assist with the story of reproduction
Students must use slides and notes in workbook to understand the roles of both organs to complete the story.

	TIMELINE CARDS 
Cut outs = 35 
	Students will be given a card from the sequence. 
They put the cards in the correct order of the beginning of reproduction through to puberty. 

The teacher will highlight how many incorrect places there are and they will have the chance to fix what they think is wrong. Continue until all spots are in the correct spot. 


	Teamwork required to understand the journey of reproduction and the use of reproductive organs
	Students may need hints about order, will be a good way to see who knows the content.

Some things on the cards have not yet been covered.
